Regional Symposium Format of R & D Highlights

R & D Highlights are expanded versions of research abstracts and contains more information that is usually found in abstracts.  For the purposes of uniformity among researches in the ILARRDEC network, the following information should be contained in the presentation of R & D Highlights:

1. Title of the study (all capital letters)

2. Authors and their agencies

3. Rationale/Background of the study

4. Objectives of the study

5. Experimental design used, if any; instrument used in data gathering

6. Site of the study, i.e. where it was conducted

7. Significant findings and implications

Note:  Include tables and graphs if necessary

Style Guides

1. Use the systems international (SI) for units of measure

Examples:
10 kilograms/hectare – 10 kg ha-1


100 plants per square meter – 100 plants m-2
2. If a  term is used more than once in the report, it maybe presented in acronym form, i.e. moisture content.  The first time they occur in the text, use the spelled out form followed by the acronym.  Example:  moisture content – MC

3. Abbreviate the units of weight and measurement.  Use the same form for both singular and plural.

4. Italicize scientific names and agency.

5. Do not italicize authors and species written as sp. or spp.
6. Use past tense for reporting research results.

7. Use present tense for presenting implications of your study.

8. Avoid beginning sentence with numbers

9. Spell out one digit number (zero to nine) and use numbers for 10 and above.

10. Use the symbol percent after a numeral. Example: 100%

11. Ranges of figures should be written as 60 to 80 or (60-80).

12. Type all reports in MS Word.  Use 12 points. Times New Roman.
